Public Discussion: Philip Myers 51028 Base Street, New Baltimore expressed his concerns of
not being in favor of the issuance of a liquor license in the downtown. He feels that a liquor
license is not a necessity for a business to survive in the downtown, that a business with good
food and atmosphere is enough to bring patrons in and make the business a success. There were
no other comments.

The applicant Jeff Kropiewnicki — Berkley Grand LLC (Slippery Rock Tavern) 51083
Washington, New Baltimore was in attendance to address Council regarding his liquor license
application. Council had no questions and/or concerns at this time.

John Monte Jr., City Engineer gave Council a brief summary of the water rates. Mr. Monte
informed Council that even with these rates the water fund will have a short fall of
approximately $170,000.00 and that Council can expect the recommendation of another rate
increase next year. Mr. Monte informed Council that the rate increases as proposed do not
include depreciation of the system.

The proposed rates as are follows: $ 3.02 per 1000 gallons for primary accounts
$ 3.39 per 1000 gallons for secondary accounts (sprinkler
meter)
$ 11.18 per quarter (readiness to serve on primary accounts
$ 2.79 per quarter for secondary accounts (readiness to
serve for sprinkler meter)
