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Election News 2010
MACOMB COUNTY APPORTIONMENT COMMISSION:

With the passage of the County Charter in November 2009, the Macomb County Apportionment Commission be-
comes responsible for establishing 13 Commission Districts within the County. On March 3, 2010 the Apportionment
Commission approved a design plan to redraw voting district boundaries. The City of New Baltimore now is County Com-
mission District 8.

The City Clerk will be mailing out new voter registration cards to all registered voters in the City of New Balti-
more prior to the August 2010 primary election. The voting precincts in the City of New Baltimore have not changed.
Voters in the City of New Baltimore will continue to vote at the same voting precinct location.

REGISTERING TO VOTE:

If you are not registered to vote and you would like to vote in the August 3, 2010 Primary Election, you must reg-
ister to vote no later than Monday, July 6, 2010. To register, just visit the Clerk’s office, any Secretary or State or the
Macomb County Clerk’s office. The City Clerk’s office is located at City Hall 36535 Green Street, New Baltimore. Our
office hours are Monday through Friday, 8:00 AM — 4:30 PM. You will find a voter registration application on the City
website by clicking on Elections.

A U.S. Citizen who will have been a resident for at least 30 days and is 18 years of age by August 3, 2010 may
register to vote. If you register by mail, please contact my office to determine your eligibility to vote by absentee ballot.

ABSENTEE VOTER INFORMATION:

Should you need to request an absentee ballot, please contact my office at (586) 725-2151 or go to our website
www.cityofhewbaltimore.com An absentee voter ballot application can be found by clicking on Elections. Complete the
application and mail or drop it off at the Clerk’s Office located at 36535 Green Street, New Baltimore, MI 48047. The
deadline for an absentee ballot application by mail is 2:00 PM on July 31, 2010. Election law allows all registered voters
to vote by absentee ballot for the following reasons: 1. 60 years of age or older; 2. Expect to be absent from the commu-
nity in which the voter is registered for the entire time the polls are open on Election Day; 3. The voter is physically unable
to attend the polls without the assistance of another; 4. The voter cannot attend the polls because of the tenets of their relig-
ion; 5. The voter has been appointed as an election inspector in a precinct other than the precinct where they reside; 6. Un-
able to attend the polls because the voter is confined to jail awaiting arraignment or trial.

If any of these situations exist, you can obtain an absent voter ballot by writing your City Clerk. You must state
the reason why you need an absent voter ballot and you must sign the absentee voter ballot application. Please feel free to
contact my office and remember that the last day to request an absentee application by mail is 2:00 PM on July 31, 2010.

The City Clerk’s office will be open Saturday, July 31, 2010 from 8:00 AM until 2:00 PM to accept and process
absentee voter ballots. On Monday, August 2, 2010 a citizen qualified to vote as an absentee voter may apply in person at
the Clerk’s office before 4:00 PM to vote an absentee ballot.

PLEASE KEEP IN MIND THAT ALL ABSENTEE BALLOTS MUST BE RETURNED TO THE CITY CLERK’S
OFFICE BY 8:00 PM THE NIGHT OF THE ELECTION IN ORDER TO BE COUNTED.

EMERGENCY ABSENT VOTER BALLOTS:

You may be eligible for an emergency absent voter ballot if a family death or illness requires you to leave your
community on Election Day, or you are unable to attend the polls because of personal illness or accident. The emergency
must have occurred late enough that you could not file a regular absent voter ballot request. Should an emergency occur
you must contact the Clerk’s Office before 4:00 PM on Election Day to obtain an emergency ballot.

FIRST-TIME VOTERS AND COLLEGE STUDENTS:

If you registered to vote by mail and this is the first time voting, you must do so in person at your assigned pre-
cinct. The only exception to this rule would be, if you personally delivered your voter registration to my office, the County
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Clerk’s Office or registered at the Secretary of State, then you may request an absentee voter application. Should you have
any questions, I want you to always feel free to contact me at (586) 725-2151 ext.

PHOTO IDENTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:

All voters must present valid photo identification prior to receiving a ballot at the voting precinct. The following are
acceptable forms of identification:

Michigan Driver’s License or State Identification card.
Driver’s license or personal identification card.

Federal or State government issued photo identification.
U. S. Passport.

Military identification card with photo.

Student identification with photo from your high school or an accredited institution of higher education.

Tribal identification card with photo.

If you forget to bring an acceptable form of identification with you to the precinct you will be required to
sign an “Aftidavit of a Voter Not in Possession of Picture Identification” form.

AUTOMATIC WATER BILL PAYMENTS

The Clerk’s Office offers you the opportunity to simplify your life. The City’s automatic bill payment program
can help you do just that. With Automatic Bill Payment, you can pay your water bill automatically through your participat-
ing bank, checking account, or credit union. Simply complete the automatic bill payment authorization form which can be
found on the City’s website by clicking on the water department and/or Clerk’s Office and follow the directions on the au-
thorization form. If you do not have access to the internet, stop by City Hall and complete the form. The hours of the
Clerk’s Oftice: Monday — Friday, 8:00 am to 4:30 pm.

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SERVICE

The road program for 2010-201 | is in its final stages of design and will be an extension of the Cypress St. and
Cricklewood grant project now underway. The remaining section of Cricklewood will be reconstructed from
Birch St. to Huntley. This project is using money from several funds including a major portion from the road
maintenance fund. With the tough economic times there will not be a lot of repairs made elsewhere in the
City until next year. The maintenance schedule for the next several years will have to be restructured to re-
flect these economic shortfalls.

The DPS will be working on removing dead and dying Ash trees which have been infested by the Emerald Ash
Boring beetle again this year. There are many dead and dying Ash trees throughout the City to be removed.
We will be cutting down and chipping the trees, pulling the stumps, filling the holes with black dirt and planting
grass seed. The trees will not be replaced at this time but hopefully in the future they will be. If a homeowner
wishes to replace the tree themselves please check the approved tree list at City Hall.
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The building department has been very active despite economic conditions. Construction season is in full swing. Total per-
mit activity remains steady from previous years.

Please be aware that permits are required for most projects, including but not limited to, sheds, decks, at-grade concrete and
paver installation, fences, swimming pools, siding and re-shingling. It takes a few days to process permit requests this time of
year, so please have patience. Plumbing, mechanical and electrical permits are processed immediately. If you are hiring a con-
tractor to perform the work please have them present a valid permit issued by the City before commencing. Most contractors
are required to be licensed by the State of Michigan. A contractor who does not have the required license cannot obtain per-
mits. The permit fees are the same regardless of who holds the permit.

Answers to building code questions and zoning uses may only be given by the Building Official. General department questions
and zoning information may be answered by the department secretary.

The following codes are currently in effect: 2006 Michigan Building Code, 2006 Michigan Residential Code, 2006 Rehabilita-
tion Code, 2006 International Property Maintenance Code, 2005 NEC and Michigan amendments, 2006 Mechanical Code, 2006
International Fuel Gas Code, 2006 Plumbing Code, and the 2003 Energy Code. The building department also enforces the City
Code, which includes the Zoning Ordinance, the Sign Ordinance and the Blight Ordinance.

Business Updates A warm welcome is extended to the following new businesses in town: Paul Cassidy’s law office, Huntington
Bank, Shabby Boutique and Washington Street Wine House (Opening June 2010), all located downtown on Washington. The
following businesses have refocated in town: Bob’s TV Repair moved to a new location on Washington and Studio 10 Hair
Design moved from 23 Mile Road to New Baltimore Plaza. Thank you to Poncho’s Mexican Restaurant. The new awning sign
is an attractive addition to the building. Construction on the St. Mary’s food pantry expansion is progressing and should be
completed by early Summer.

Sidewalk Program The 2010 sidewalk maintenance program will focus on the DePestel Estates, Bay Estates, and Ashley Farms
Subdivisions with a concentration on St. Clair Drive from Edmunds Grove to County Line, Blakely Court, Orson Drive, Bren-
nan Road, Haley Drive, Audrey Road and D.E. Hare Court. Additional repairs may be made to other areas in the City as
needed.

Rental Inspections Any residential unit that is rented must be registered and inspected under the rental program. The rental
inspection program is ongoing. The fee for a single family house or condominium unit is $120.00. That includes a $20.00 one-
time registration fee and an inspection fee of $100.00. The rental certification is valid for five (5) years.

City Certification All business uses require city certification prior to occupancy by a new owner or tenant. This includes
properties located in commercial, local commercial, industrial, central business, and business transitional zoning districts. The
property must be inspected by the plumbing, mechanical, electrical, fire, and building inspectors. Knox boxes must be installed
prior to the issuance of the city certification.

Code Enforcement Soft-sided tent-like structures are considered temporary structures and are not permitted by the Zoning
Ordinance. Please contact the building official for appropriate alternatives.

Boats, trailers, and other recreational vehicles are allowed to be parked in your driveway for a maximum of 72 hours per the
City Code. Please contact the building department if a situation arises where you must exceed this time limit. Parking of boats
and trailers are not permitted in the street.

Ali vehicles must be currently licensed. Vehicles that do not have current license plates must be stored in completely en-
closed buildings.

Any pool capable of holding 24 inches of water or more is considered an above-ground pool and subject to the requirements of
the Zoning Ordinance and the Michigan Residential Building Code. The popular soft-sided temporary pools are considered
above-ground pools by these standards and as such require building and electrical permits.

Foreclosed/Vacant Properties It would be greatly appreciated if you contacted us when there is a vacant house in your
neighborhood. It is important that we know this information in order to keep the property maintained, secured, and patrolled.
Due to legal notification requirements it often takes several weeks to contact a responsible party for a bank owned property.

Misdemeanor Violations Municipal civil infractions (violations of City Code) are now classified as misdemeanor violations. If
you receive a zoning violation notice you are strongly encouraged to resolve the violation in a timely manner. We would like
to work with you to resolve issues rather than proceed to District Court. Thank you for you cooperation. Please call us if
